Hindustan Bible Institute and College (HBI) was founded in the year 1952 by Dr. Paul V. Gupta in response to the call he received from God. Hindustan Bible Institute and College over the years have equipped thousands of men and women with vision, skills and character in obedience to the Great commission in India and beyond. 

A growing interest in producing committed, spiritually mature, effective urban workers to transform communities spiritually, socially and economically led the HBI to introduce the MA in Transformational Urban Leadership (MATUL) course in partnership with Encarnacão Alliance. This MATUL has been designed to give urban leaders the opportunity to work especially among the urban population that will result in a gradual transformation of localized urban areas and major cities of Asia.The Encarnacão Alliance is a relational network of leaders for urban poor movements, who seek synergies and partnerships together with a dream of seeing 50,000 cross-cultural workers from slum to slums. 

 
Six years of networking with urban poor workers resulted in decisions for three institutions to work collectively to develop and facilitate the MA in Transformative Urban Leadership in 2007: The Hindustan Bible Institute, India, the Asian Theological Seminary Manila, and the Azusa Pacific University California, contribute to this venture forming the MATUL commission with Dr Viv Grigg of “Urban Leadership Foundation” as the coordinator. 

About 26% of the world’s poor people live in informal settlements causing concern to the Church, as their number continues to increase. University sponsored training programs play a critical role in organizing learning experiences to develop the ability of national leaders to join local citizens in a joint community building. Thus the MATUL programme provides a two year formal academic training to equip workers to transform communities, reflect on the multifarious issues of the informal settlement dwellers.

Experts in the field of urban leadership are of the opinion that the future of missions is urban and to the poor. To face this tremendous challenge MATUL programme provides Christian leaders to have new knowledge, skills, emotional and spiritual wisdom to present a transformational gospel to the unreached

A Brief Discription about Chennai City:

Chennai formerly known as Madras, is the capital of the southern state of Tamil Nadu in India, and is the country's fourth-largest city. It is on the Coromandel Coast of the Bay of Bengal. With an estimated population of 7.45 million (2005), the 367 year old city is the 34th largest metropolitan area in the world. Chennai has returned a Slum Population of 1,079,414 persons. The number of males (548,517) outnumbers the number of females (530,897) in the slums of Chennai. The proportion of the Slum Population in Chennai to the total population is 26%. The ratio is higher than that returned for the City as a whole. This indicates that in general more males are migrating to the city in search of employment.
