 I have some help in describing the Kingdom of God so people can understand by deep thinkers on this subject. Here are some of my favorites: 
 
"The kingdom is God's total answer to man's total need." 
E. Stanley Jones. 
“The Kingdom of God is the primary biblical metaphor describing God's redemptive work in history. It is the most profound, unifying, and powerful concept or idea in history.” -Darrow Miller
 
Dyrness uses a simple definition of the Kingdom of God, God’s active, interventive rule over humankind and the creation.
 
“...the Kingdom of God is not Christianized society. It is the divine rule in the lives of those who acknowledge Christ. Those who do receive it like a child, however, find themselves members of the new community of the Messiah, which is called to exhibit the ideals of his rule in the world and so to present the world with an alternative social reality.” John Stott, 1984
 
I have studied the Kingdom of God for many years, partly because a very good friend of mine goes all over the world teaching about this subject. So he feeds me ‘Kingdom material’ all the time and we have numerous discussions on it.
 
In summary, the Kingdom of God enlarges, rather than diminishes the world of the
believer.  We begin to see him in places beyond the church where we never thought to look for him before: in the workplace, in nature, in education, in the arts and sciences, in poetry, films, and music. It gives us a story line and an adventure to live. Kingdom-minded believers restore Biblical truth into every sphere
of culture. For the artist, it is advanced when he creates beautiful works of art; for
the judge it is advanced when he exercises true justice; for the teachers and
educators it is advanced when he/she equips others to love truth and handle it with
integrity. (Don Stephens)
 
I like the comprehensiveness of Darrow Miller discussing the Kingdom of God in Discipling the Nations: 
 

• The Kingdom of God is revealed in a person. Col. 1:19

 

• God's rule is here and now. Now, and "not yet." Matthew 6:10

 

• The kingdom is comprehensive, touching every area of life. Col. 1:20; Rom.

 

8:18-23

 

• The kingdom is open to all. John 3:16 Matt. 5:3-10

 

• The kingdom of God sanctifies the common. 1 Cor. 10:31; Zech. 14:20-21

 

• God's kingdom is unshakable. Heb. 11:10

 

• The kingdom of God is offensive. It assaults the gates of hell. Matt 16:18

 
I think it important in helping people understand the Kingdom that they understand what it is not: 
*We miss the kingdom when we confuse it with the church. (The church is a
part of the kingdom, but it is not the kingdom).
• We miss the kingdom when we confuse it with heaven. (Heaven is a part of
the kingdom, but the kingdom is much more than heaven).
•  We miss the kingdom when we confuse it with earthly kingdoms. (Neither
America, or any other country is the kingdom of God. 
 
Bottom line, I agree with my good friend: "If it doesn't connect deeply with the heart and manifest itself relationally, then it's not the kingdom at all." Don Stephens

10:31 (Doing everything to the glory of God is an expression of the
kingdom!-Don Stephens)
