Description

Over the course of May, four of MMP’s partner schools were visited throughout Metro-Manila. All of them were established in indigent communities and serving students from the community between the ages of three and six. One of the schools, within the last few years has moved out of the original community and grown to serve Preschool to Grade 12. It now serves both children from the original indigent community and children from the surrounding middle class villages.

 Four teachers, two administrators, and twenty-six parents were interviewed, as well as one member of MMP’s Early Childhood Education staff to learn about MMP’s early childhood education programs; why and how these programs are impacting students, families, and communities.
Each parent who volunteered to participate has been assigned a letter of the alphabet and when quoted are identified as Parent A, Parent B, ….Parent Z.

Each Teacher and Administrator has also been assigned a random letter and is referred to as Teacher (A, H, D, or E) or Administrator (M or D) when quoted throughout the paper.

Vocabulary:
Socialized fee- a fee usually based on percentage of a person’s income and assigned after an assessment is done of their home or community and viewing their tax return.

Indigent – poor, destitute

Informal settlement- A community of homes illegally living on land owned by someone else and not formally recognized by the government, at risk for demolition.

The Uniqueness of MMP
PHILOSOPHY
MMP believes the process of learning is equally as important as the product of the learning. All of their partner schools adopt the Development Appropriate Practice (DAP) which teaches learning through play. It is an integrative approach, recognizing that every opportunity is a learning opportunity. The room is divided into centers, consisting of; a play kitchen, a reading corner, a manipulative center (building blocks), an art corner, and if possible a sand center. At certain times during the day, usually in the beginning of class the students are allowed to choose a center and play there. While the students are playing the teachers will observe and ask them to identify colors that they see. For example, a student at the play kitchen may be pretending to eat some corn. There might be three corn on his plate, the teacher will ask the student “What is that on your plate?” “What color is it?” How many are there on your plate?” This is recognized as a learning opportunity. D.A.P is recognized by majority of the public preschools in the United States and adopted as the best known philosophy of learning. This approach is believed to strengthen the mental faculties of the child and by the end of the process the child will have attained a higher stage of development. Other philosophies include Romanticism (Montessori) or Cultural Transmission (the Traditional Approach). In the Philippines, the public schools use the traditional approach, which simply teaches copying or rote memory and often does not allow for critical thinking or thinking “outside the box”.  

Teacher D, described the philosphy of most public education in the Philippines training students simply to “become employed and be the best employee.” In her opinion, it is not challenging students to question the ‘status quo’ or think creatively.

MEMBERSHIP SERVICES
Partner schools are required to pay a socialized fee, dependent on the type of school and community it is based in. One school interviewed paid a start-up fee of 7000 PHP (~175 USD) which provided:	Comment by Viv Grigg: To whom?

· Compilation of Songs, Poems & Rhymes 
· Children’s song CD
· A set of 15 MMP books for Nursery, Kinder and Prep Levels
· Support Services, including;
· Access to MMP library /resource center
· Access to Book ad Supplies Sponsorship Program
· Access to other MMP ministries, i.e. Job Link program enabling high school graduates to have employment and holistic church planting ministries
· Discounted Fieldtrip Package

For the years following the start-up, the above mentioned school renews their yearly membership for 1000 PHP (~25 USD) and continues to receive the support and services of MMP.

RELATIONSHIP WITH DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION
MMP is officially licensed to operate under the Department of Social Welfare and Development (DSWD). A few years ago though the Department of Education (Dep Ed) awarded a certificate of recognition to MMP acknowledging them as a “Service Provider of the Dep Ed in its commitment to promotion and implementation of…alternative education programs in its target communities as part of its apostolic mission to provide educational access and opportunities to the marginalized sectors of the society.” This certificate covers MMP partner schools who otherwise may not be recognized under the Dep Ed due to not meeting the minimum space requirements, which are not always feasible to meet in an informal settlement.

A VAST NETWORK OF RESOURCES

Partnering Schools

When starting up the school Teacher H did not have any furniture or supplies for the school, but MMP connected the school with another school that was shutting its doors and offered to give all their furniture to Teacher H.	
	
Scholarships

All but one parent interviewed sent their child to the preschool by way of scholarship or socialized tuition. There are three scholarship programs within MMP

1. Somang Seeat: A Korean foundation translated in English to “Seed of Hope”. The foundation was started by a former graduate student of Asian Theological Seminary and helps to sponsor between twelve and twenty students at fifteen partner schools considered to be most indigent. These sponsorships allow for parents to only pay half the tuition or less per month.
2. MMP Book Scholarship: This scholarship funded by MMP sponsors helps students unable to buy the necessary books as the books are not usually included in the tuition fee. Fund
3. MMP School Supplies Scholarship: This scholarship funded by MMP sponsors helps students pay for notebooks, pencils, etc.

Livelihood/Microfinance

Through partnerships with Tulay Sa Pagunlad, Inc and MMP’s church planting sector, a variety of opportunities are available to family members of students, including; livelihood, microfinance, and job placement. The teachers are able to recommend parents for these services. 

MMP understands that many of the students, families and teachers in the communities have a variety of needs and early childhood education cannot address every need.  Recognizing, that their staff specializes in early childhood education, and there are already capable organizations meeting other needs, they created a network of resources. Presently, MMP has the ability to refer families to livelihood or microfinance options, health, and church planting to name a few. 

Guidance Services

MMP desires to be inclusive of children who may have special needs, believing all children have the right to an education. With this in mind they are able to connect partners with an organization who seeks to provide the necessary trainings and skills to the teachers and parents, and provide the proper diagnosis and method of intervention for the student. Through daily assessment of the child’s learning the partners are able to notice possible development hindrances and take the appropriate steps to help the student.

Special needs of students are not commonly discussed in the Philippines’ public school system. Often a child from an indigent community with special needs fall behind in school, are labeled dumb, and eventually drop out. 	Comment by Viv Grigg: How do you know this.  Where did you learn it?

Publications

MMP publishes not only their own curriculum but also several development appropriate books and materials ranging from Nursery, Preschool to Kindergarten, as well as a book for parents. These include;

· Bip-Bip: Bilis sa Pagbasa ng Batang Isip-Pinoy – This is one of the few books that teaches children to first read in their native tongue of Tagalog, also called Pilipino. There are three levels of this book from Nursery to Kindergarten. 

· Civics and Culture Made Easy: Integration of Child’s Rights Through Guidance Activities – This  book is also introduced at all three levels and teaches children good values and identifies some of the UN’s recognized rights of a child, such as;  “The right to have a name and nationality. The right to love, understanding, and protection. The right to free education, to play and recreation.”

The book also teaches children about their Filipino culture and what it means to be a good Filipino, including; throwing away trash in proper bins and not on the ground. Each lesson has an activity of coloring, drawing, and identifying. The activities also can provide the teachers clues into a student’s home life and their view of self.

· Guide to Effective Parenting – A helpful book for parents on child rearing.


MMP’s Catalyst for Change
THE CURRICULUM

MMP’s curriculum is original. It was initially created several years ago by a well-respected community of teachers from The University of the Philippines, including Ma’am Chona Domingo who was the first MMP teacher, joining the organization in the early 1980’s. Mam Chona has helped to establish MMP as a credible and respectable competitor of educational services.	Comment by Viv Grigg: I think you should use the English term Ma’am 

Biblically Integrative

The curriculum is designed to be holistic, recognizing the physical, social, emotional, intellectual, and spiritual needs of students. The most distinctive feature about the curriculum is the Biblical integration. Each school year is divided into four quarters and each quarter has a theme; Myself, My Family, My Community, and My Universe.

Each theme is represented by a Bible verse which is said at least once each day throughout the quarter.  When asked about Biblical integration, Administrator M explained, “The MMP curriculum already integrate(s) Christian values in their curriculum: How to love God, How to love parent, How to love other children, nature, and the Word of God.”

Prayer

At least three times a day, the teacher and students pray to God. Every class prayed at the beginning of class, at snack time, and before going home, but each classroom was different in the way prayer time was led. Some teachers lead the prayer and the children repeat after them, while other teachers have memorized prayers for the students to learn and say together. However the prayers are led, at each school it was apparent through speaking with the parents the routine of prayer is important to the students and something they are practicing at home, as well.
 
Marungkol

Marungkol is the Pilipino word used to refer to the method of teaching children how to read using their native tongue. Within the Philippines there are over twenty different tribal languages with Tagalog or Pilipino being recognized as the national language, and English recognized as the language of instruction for school subjects such as Math and Science. 

Until recent changes (2012-2013) within the public school system, students were being taught how to read English without first knowing how to read in their native tongue. MMP has recognized the effectiveness of Marungkol for many years and the Bip-Bip workbook written and published by MMP has successfully taught children how to read before entering grade 1. 

Teacher A expressed her belief in the method of Marungkol saying, “The parents are after the reading. Parents are eager to send their children not to the government schools where they will just do worksheets…We are really doing what the government is trying to implement. The children [who have gone here] are already readers so have an advantage. I have taught a student to read in 2-3 weeks using the Marungkol approach…Simple words but still reading.” 

Respect the Land and Culture

Through MMP’s book, Civics and Culture Made Easy, the students are taught to be proud of their heritage and to respect the land. This is important as there is such a strong Western influence in the Philippines. Western fashion, music, and culture are often portrayed as better. It is not uncommon for young people to want to finish school and find a job in the United States.Above is an example from Civics and Culture Made Easy


This book educates children on the Filipino Heroes and National Symbols to give them a sense of pride in their country and nationality. It also integrates Christian values telling children of God’s love for them as well as reminding children of their duty as citizens. It is a hope of MMP’s that these children will grow up and love God and their country enough to work towards making it an even better place. 

At one point, when discussing her motivation for teaching, Teacher H said, “I have a dream, I want this nation to do something for the people. I don’t want international aid. I want one day for us to not look for outside help.” Her hope is not only for the future of these children but for their future role and contribution to their nation. Similarly, Teacher D explains that at her school every Wednesday the students’ uniforms are made in the style of traditional Filipino dress. 

She also points out that their curriculum has an entrepreneurial focus beginning in the preschool years. They “want children to create businesses, help the poor, be nationalistic, and help fund the gospel.”

Saving

Every school interviewed taught children about saving money. At the beginning of the school year each student brings in an empty baby powder bottle or can and uses it for a bank. The students are told to bring in at least one peso (that they get from their parents) every school day and place it in their bank. At the end of the semester or school year the child is able to spend the money they have saved. 

One teacher said her children spend the money on a field trip, another teacher said the children used the money to buy a Christmas gift, and another school said the children use the money to buy costumes for MMP’s yearly event for partners called “Show of Talents” where all partner preschools are invited to perform. It is a yearly highlight that many of the students and teachers look forward to.

Teacher D, who teaches at the school which caters to both indigent and middle class students, has a competition amongst students of who can save the most and rewards the winner by matching what the student has saved. She says the students spend the money on new shoes or sometimes treat their family to a nice meal.

THE PARTNERS
Entrepreneurs

Each of the teachers interviewed has founded or played an initial role in the founding of the school with the help or permission of the partnered church. Before applying for MMP partnership, a needs assessment survey must be completed and legal identity of the program as a corporation, single proprietorship, day care or church based school must be established. A Board must also be formed of at least five members.

Evangelist, Pastors, Social Workers, Counselors & Tutors

All of the teachers interviewed have finished high school. Two of the teachers interviewed have completed college; one majoring in Social Work and the other in Christian Education (CE), which differs from Early Childhood Education (ECE) in that it is more pastoral focused.
It is only God’s grace that makes us stay. As long as I see the benefit of the school I stay. This is my joy seeing children learn at age 4 and 5.   
– Teacher A


As a partner of MMP though, the teachers have access to yearly ECE seminars and trainings. After attending these trainings and seminars each teacher is presented with a certificate which is recognized by the Department of Education (Dep Ed) and qualifies them to be Nursery, Preschool, and Kindergarten teachers. A teacher can also earn college credit attending these seminars and trainings, if he/she desires.

The administrators of the schools are more often than not the pastors of the partnering church, but the teachers as well take on a pastoral role as they are often sought out by parents for parenting advice and family counseling. The schools also provide tutoring for former students or siblings of students who are in grade school and need academic help

Love for God and Others

All of the teachers mention they are motivated by evangelism and a passion to share the Gospel with the students and parents. Each teacher has implemented or hosts a small group bible study for the parents on a weekly basis. The Bible is also integrated into every lesson taught to the students and prayer is incorporated at least three times per class.

Of the four teachers interviewed, only one teacher said she took a salary. She also had two teacher assistants she paid at 25-50 USD per month. The other teachers maintained through “love gifts” from others they know inside or outside the community. The motivation of these teachers is not external rewards. Each expressed a heart to see their students succeed. The teachers are a good influence on students. While my son attended, he learned a lot of good values.

Teacher H who grew up in poverty but managed to graduate from college and become a professional says she can relate to her students, but she wants them to see that they too can succeed. She tells her students to dream and to work hard towards attaining that dream, “Make a promise to yourself that you can do this, a successful doctor, lawyer. I am the example. I graduated and I had no money. There are scholarships, but they do not give to those who do not make an effort.”

One of the most valuable things about MMP’s programs is that they are adaptable to almost any setting. Every community and school visited for this study was different. They were different sizes, had different resources available to them, structured their days different, and even charged different prices for tuition. The only way three of the schools were similar is during the week they look like a classroom, and on the weekend they become a church.

Each school and community had different needs and available resources, but each school was still able to produce students who could read, write, and identify colors and numbers. Students who prayed in school and outside of school, students who are impacting their families, and even their communities as they interact and share what they are learning with others in the community.

Sustainable

MMP is also sustainable as it is consistently improving and updating its curriculum and network to meet the needs of teachers, students and parents within the community. One example is starting this October 2013 MMP will start offering teacher training on “Raising Kids to be Entrepreneurs.” Teacher D’s school has incorporated entrepreneurship in the curriculum for many years; they incorporated alongside MMP’s curriculum for preschoolers. The results have been positive from this school and MMP sees that “entrepreneurship training can help children develop some important real-world skills.”	Comment by Viv Grigg: But not all schools have survived. The Outcome of MMP’s Partnerships
Having looked at the unique structure of MMP and what it is putting into the schools and the communities, what is the effect of these inputs on the students, families and communities in regards to academic, social, and spirituality development?

THE STUDENTS
Academic Development

According to the teachers and parents, they are inspired and proud of the academic achievements of the students. The parents smiled as they spoke of their children’s successes. The most common academic successes mentioned over the span of the four schools were; writing, identifying colors, knowing the alphabet, sounding out letters and reading. 

One teacher said 100% of her students read before entering Grade 1, while another said on average 80% of the students read before entering the public school system. Having the exposure to reading before entering Grade 1, already, places the students ahead of their peers who will just be learning to read in Grade 1.

Entrepreneurial Development

At the fourth school interviewed, alongside MMP’s basic curriculum, the school administrators had integrated developing entrepreneurial skill and thinking in the students. At this school the parents spoke of the output they had seen in their children in regards to entrepreneurial development. They spoke of seeing their children start summer businesses or of teaching family members about the righteous way of running an enterprise.



Social & Spiritual Development

When parents were asked to discuss changes in their child(ren) since attending, many parents sighted social and spiritual changes as well. Many mentioned their child overcame being shy, made friends, began showing respect to adults, and stopped throwing trash on the ground. 

In regards to spirituality, praying and reading the Bible or telling the memorized Bible stories from class to family and friends, were mentioned by majority of the parents, as well as, a desire to go to church.




Freedom to Dream

One of the questions which always made parents smile, was the question: “What does your child want to be when he/she grows up?” At each of MMP’s graduation ceremonies, whether Nursery, Preschool, or Kindergarten each child stands in front of the audience and says, “When I grow up I want to be a…”

THE FAMILIES
View of Education

In researching the impact on the families of the students, the researcher sought to understand the educational background of the parents. In what way were these preschools significant for the parents? What is their view of education? How did they come to value education for their child? 

For many of the parents interviewed (25 mothers and 1 father), they had finished high school, though some of the older ones had not. In regards to past education experiences, it was almost evenly split between parents who had to fight for an education and others who had supportive parents who sent them to school, some even had finished college. 

One of the mother’s spoke of the hurt she felt as her parents denied her the opportunity to be educated.  She said, that because she was a woman her parents thought it was a waste of money to send her to school because she would just get married. One woman spoke of her and her younger sister taking turns working to put each other through high school. Even as those women fought for a high school education, many of the mothers admitted they married or became pregnant soon after graduating from high school and were unable to continue with furthering their education. 

Some were motivated to provide a better education for their children due to the lack of support they received from their parents. Those who were supported by their parents sought to offer the same support to their children and more if possible. All of the parents shared the view of education as a way to better their child’s (boy or girl) future.







Parent -Teacher Relationship

The research also sought to understand the relationship between the teacher and the parent. The relationship was observed as the parents and teachers interacted as they arrived and socialized before and after the meeting. During the discussions, parents also often spoke of their admiration or gratitude for the teacher not only as their child’s teacher but also as a spiritual leader and guide for them.

For majority of the preschools, the relationship showed to be one of a mutual respect. The parents trusted the teachers. Two of the teachers spoke about parents coming to them for family counseling even. One teacher even spoke of her desire to offer at some point opportunities for professional family counseling through the school, as she believes there is a strong need for it. 




Spiritual Impact

In regards to spiritual development, all but a couple of the parents came from a nominal Catholic or non-religious background. Since sending their child to the preschool, they have joined the small group Bible study or church service offered at each of the preschools. 

Admittedly, when they first started to attend these events, many of the parents said it was simply to avail of the scholarship opportunity. But as one mother confessed she “enjoys being at the church now.” Another parent spoke of how their child had influenced the family by constantly reminding them to pray before each meal. Overall, each parent expressed a change had occurred regarding their spirituality and their view of God, since their child started attending the preschool.
     


THE COMMUNITIES

Finally, this research sought to understand how the teachers and parents perceived the impact on the community surrounding the preschool. This was done simply by asking each teacher and parent, “Does the school have an impact on the community, and if so, in what ways?”	Comment by Viv Grigg: This is a good statement of orientation

Most teachers and parents spoke of the spiritual impact the church and preschool have on the community. The gospel is being heard in the community. The other obvious impact is the opportunity for good education. When asked if students participated in community improvement projects, such as; organizing a day to pick-up trash in the community, the majority answer was, “No.” The one school, who responded yes takes their learning into the community and seeks to improve it aesthetically. The students are asked to come up with a way to reduce the trash in the waterway. The last class posted signage by the waterway that said, “Do Not throw you trash here.”

In regards to meeting other community needs, MMP has many networks they refer parents and teachers to for community development purposes, which have been mentioned above (livelihood/microfinance) under the title “A Vast Network of Resources.” 

 

A Minority Opinion

Before the focus group discussion began, parents were asked to fill out a quick questionnaire. The purpose of the questionnaire was to provide the parents a chance to express themselves outside the group. Most of the qualitative data from the questionnaire agreed with the quantitative data gathered from the focus group discussions, however, in some cases an opposing view showed up which did not come up in the group discussion. This minority opinion is expressed in the chart below.
