Course Description

This course will cover specific concepts, skills and ministry involved in the transformation of lives of street children, at-risk youth, drug addicts & prostitutes.

C. Expanded Course Description

This course will address the social, economic, spiritual and physical conditions that cause marginalization. 

This study will lead to the research & development of ministry that will impact the lives of marginalized youth bringing personal & community transformation. 

Students will be encouraged to initiate a mentoring relationship with a marginalized person that will stimulate personal growth and encouragement in the lives of both mentor & mentee. 

The oppressive political, economic, spiritual and sociological structures that cause marginalization will be explored, while addressing possible avenues of intervention.

D. Course Objectives

1. Ministry with Street Children and At-Risk Youth

a. Social conditions that produce street children and at-risk youth will be researched, analyzed and evaluated. 

b. Candidates will research and evaluate case studies of the rehabilitation of street children and transformation of at-risk youth. 

c. A theological foundation for ministry among these marginalized youth will be developed and a strategy for entry into these areas of need will be produced. 

d. This will lead to an understanding of vision, mission & strategies related to this ministry. 

2. Ministry with Drug Addicts and Prostitutes

a. Social and economic structures that caused prostitution and drug addiction will be analyzed and points of intervention that are needed to change those structures will be researched and evaluated. 

b. Candidates will also research and evaluate case studies of rehabilitation of drug addicts, alcoholics and prostitutes leading to an understanding of the principles, planning and initiation of a ministry to those affected by these addictions. 

c. A theological foundation for these processes will be developed and a strategy for entry into these areas of need will be developed. 

d. This will lead to an understanding of vision, mission & strategies related to this ministry.

Student Outcomes

By the end of the course, students should be able to achieve the following:

A. Service to Street Children & Marginalized Youth:

1. Articulate understanding of the causes of marginalized youth & the implications of these.

2. Articulate their understanding of the importance of the conversion, the positive potential influence of the peer-group and the involvement in integral ministry in the transformation of the life of an at-risk youth.

3. Demonstrate some insights of the liberation & empowerment on the lives of at-risk youth.

4. Initiate and maintain a relationship with an at-risk youth in an urban poor context.

5. Research & describe the social, physical, spiritual and economic aspects of an at-risk youth and describe the impact of integral transformational ministry on the life of this individual.

6. Demonstrate the ability to encourage, mentor and facilitate ministry of an at-risk youth.

7. Develop vision, mission & strategies for reaching marginalized youth.

B. Service to Drug Addicts and Prostitutes:

1. Articulate their understanding of the causes of drug addiction and prostitution and the implications of this.

2. Articulate their understanding of the importance of the conversion, the positive potential influence of the peer-group and the importance of interpersonal relationships.

4. Initiate and maintain a relationship with a drug addict or prostitute in their context.

5. Research & describe the social, physical, spiritual and economic aspects of these marginalized people and describe the impact of an appropriate ministry on the life of these individuals.

6. Able to work in a team to encourage and mentor these marginalized people.

7. Develop a vision, mission & strategies for reaching & reconciling drug addicts & prostitutes.

G. Learning & Assessment Activities

1. 
Reading Assignments

The readings assigned each week are to be completed before attending class and each student should come prepared to discuss the topic of this assignment. These readings analyze appropriate topics, such as physical, economic, social & spiritual factors causing marginalization. 

2. Book Reports

Each student will be required to write a book report on the required reading texts. These reports should cause the student to summarize the content and interact with the author. 

3. Spiritual Journaling

The student will be expected to keep a spiritual journal which documents:

a. Bible readings that help build understanding, insights & compassion for the marginalized.

b. Circumstances impacting the life & ministry of the student with that of the marginalized.

c. Prayers & answers to prayer that involve & impact the service to the marginalized.

d. Guidance for the student and his/her present and future ministry.

e. How these studies begin to impact the attitude, action and ministry of the student.   

4. Relationship building

It is important for each student form a genuine relationship with a marginalized person. No-one should feel like a “project.” This relationship will develop over a period of time, when an element of trust can be established. The student must endeavour to maintain a confidential mentor/mentee relationship so as to encourage and facilitate a person’s spiritual growth or ministry and document how this relationship has impacted his/her life and ministry.

5. Spiritual Partnership 

During the 17 weeks of the course, the student will share items of interest and concern as well as prayer requests with a spiritual partner who may be able to offer advice or assistance. 

6. Verbatim Reports

The student must produce a series of verbatim reports that show an understanding of the struggles, temptations, and the impact of oppressive structures on the life of a marginalized person. These reports will also document how a specialized ministry has been a key factor in the spiritual transformation of the life of this person.

7. Presentation

In the final day of assessment the student is expected to offer a verbal and written presentation on their research and ministry with street children, at-risk youth, drug addicts or prostitutes explaining:

a. Factors causing the marginalization of the individuals and the impact on their lives.

b. How these people have experienced liberation & empowerment in their lives.

c. How conversion, peer-group and involvement in ministry has brought change to them.

d. How the students mentor/mentee relationship has impacted the lives of both mentee & student.

I. Course Policies

1. The workload. This course covers 15 weeks of 3 hours a week class time including lectures & discussion. Six of these weeks will include an additional 5 hours a week of fieldwork. The 16th & 17th week will be set aside for the final presentations and assessments.

2. Class attendance. Each student is expected to attend 100% of class time during the 16 weeks of the course.

3. Participation in class activities. The student is expected to participate fully in class discussion, assessment and final assessment.

4. Exceptional circumstances. If there is a conflict with outside responsibilities of work or family, or a factor of student sickness, the supervisor will, after discussion with the student, endeavour to work out alternative arrangements only if circumstances merit this.

5. Assignment completion. The weekly reading assignments must be completed on time (each week). If they are not completed and there is no acceptable cause for this (see 4 above), the student will forfeit the grade. If a written assignment is not submitted on time, the student will drop one academic grade per day up to a period of one full week, after which the grade will be forfeited.

6. Make-up work. Assignments that are missed due to reasons outlined above (see 4) will need to be made up before the end of the 16th week (the week before the end of the course.

7. Academic integrity.  All work must be genuine and original. If the student attempts to submit work that does not portray a personal reflection or endeavour, this work will be discounted and no acceptable subsequent submission on this aspect of the course.
