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I.  Course Description 

Field Supervision II provides students with supervised training within slum churches and improvement agencies supported by classroom and online discussions. Students blend first-hand experience and practical skill development. 

II.  Course Rationale 
Living and learning within poor communities is not only emotionally, spiritually and physically demanding, it also tends to complicate any naive notions about why people are impoverished and dispossessed. For this reason, those who would live, learn, and serve among the urban poor require an optimal level of social and intellectual support.  The two Field Supervision courses are designed to provide an ongoing structure of pastoral care combined with structured reflection upon urban poor realities. Students and faculty, together, form a serving community where they can explore how the “context” of urban poor life relates to the biblical “text” and the “pretext” of the church’s response. The Field Supervision II structure has three main components:

1.  Class Discussions 

2.  Field Experiences

3.  Online Interaction

III.  Student Learning Outcomes 

Knowledge (“head”)
2. Demonstrate a keen awareness of one’s strengths and weaknesses. 

3. Demonstrate the ability to evaluate one’s ministry and to make needed adjustments.

Affective (“heart”)

1. Show progress towards spiritual maturity in terms of moral integrity, emotional stability, and social and missional concern in various service contexts.

2. Demonstrate a professional and faith-based commitment to social and economic justice, and work for the prevention and alleviation of community problems and human suffering.

Skills (“hands”)

1. Demonstrate the ability to network with a variety of ministries.

2. Support and uphold professional and ethical standards and values in the areas of time management, boundaries, work schedule, and confidentiality. 

3. Demonstrate the ability to effectively minister in their ministry site.
IV. Course Materials 

Students will be guided to help them find relevant readings in their area of expertise upon request.
V.  Course Calendar 
The schedule of the class meetings and online assignments will be given during the first class.
VI.  Learning & Assessment Activities

1. Learning Agreement: Students will write a contract describing the student’s role, learning goals, and support and supervision. The student is to choose their ministry involvement based on their future ministry plans.

2. Fieldwork Time Log:  Students are required to complete a minimum of 100 hours. Ten (10) to twenty (20) hours are to be spent observing at least two (2) other urban poor ministries. The remaining hours are “invested learning” on-site. The Fieldwork hours are to be above and beyond the student’s current ministry involvement. The student can either do extra ministry alongside their current ministry or do their Fieldwork with another ministry and/or community. Students should seek to do fieldwork that is directly related to their future ministry plans.  Each day students record the hours spent in such activities on a Fieldwork Time Log.

4. Online Interaction: Throughout the semester assignments will be posted online. Students are responsible for posting their answers and responding to other students’ posts. More details will be given in class.
5. Ministry Involvement “Student Evaluation Form”: This form is to be filled out by the on site ministry Supervisor and either mailed or emailed to the Field Supervisor.

VIII.  Course Policies 
Workload Expectations

1. Students need a total of 150 hours of “invested learning” activity for this course.  This includes 100 hours of on-site “invested learning” activities, attending class and supervisor meetings, completing online assignments, and the Final Paper.
