Student Assessment 
In all courses offered by NEGST, the cumulative weight of continuous assessment (short tests, research papers, class presentations, etc) is 60%. The cumulative weight of the final examination or other forms of assessment in lieu of final examination is 40%. NEGST lets individual teachers convert the raw scores (e.g. percentage score) into the above letter/numerical scores. This is because of the recognition of the relative qualities of awards of grades across the traditions (e.g. British, American, French etc.) An official grade sheet will be emailed to all facilitators towards the end of a term by the cohort coordinator. NEGST examination regulations require that when an examiner presents an exam that they also present a marking scheme alongside the exam to the school. The marking scheme includes an answer guide with exemplar answers, weighting of the questions in terms of credit awarded for each answer and a grading scale for the letter grade that you give for the exam. 

The examiner sets the exam length, e.g. two hours. It is helpful to note on the exam question paper.
