Agenda:

To evaluate MATUL course outlines in terms of theology, social analysis and praxis.

To evaluate MATUL program after two years.

Discussion:

· Dr. Saravanan took the lead in the meeting mentioning the need to assess course outlines in terms of their balance of these three: theology, social analysis and praxis.

· Mr. Ebenezer responded saying that strict schedule of the classes should be implemented. Student field work should be monitored by the faculty at HBI. He mentioned that there are time constraints in facilitating the class teaching hours as it is insufficient to complete the same. Moreover, he suggested that students are willing to come for the extra hours of class.

· Mrs. Nesakumar suggested that a point person needs to be at the field to supervise students. Right now, there no field supervisors in the field but Dr. Saravanan and Mrs. Grace Jeyaseelan are acting as field supervisors.  It was suggested to appoint a part time field supervisor to look after the students work on the filed. 
· Dr. Isac Raja raised the question on how well students incorporated theory into respective fields. He also added that in the missions department when it comes to grass root level training they teach the pastors one concept, the pastors further will report on how well that is working in the field or not working. This is done with the final goal of church planting in mind.
· When Dr. Thomas responded on the balance between theology, social analysis and praxis, he mentioned that the course he facilitated on Urban Spirituality was evaluated based on how well they integrate theory into their practical assignments. He mentioned that the course has 13 practical assignments. Moreover, he added that assignments are completely field based.
· Dr. Isac s. Raja questioned on if there are any parameters on which we decide student evaluation based on skill, knowledge and character development.           Dr. Thomas responded to the above stating that the end of the course on Urban Spirituality student assignments are in the form of a voluminous thesis wherein they maintain journals as part of assignments in order to assess the knowledge, skill and character. 
· Mrs. Nesakumar suggested that to supervise student field work occasionally and she also added that classes can be conducted at the site of the field work ( on site training).
· Dr. Isac Raja raised the question of validation of the information obtained in class. He added that in formal education written examinations are the criteria for the same. He maintained that the question that Viv has is that whether there is enough information in the classrooms to take to the field.
· Dr. Saravanan suggested that we need to have interview with the students separately in order to assess their class room and field based learning.
· Mr. Paul suggested that we have a final presentation of the work done in the field. This can be presented to all faculty members with faculty members giving in their inputs which will serve as learning to the students. It was suggested that only the faculty concerned with MATUL may be called in for the presentation.
· Dr. Isac added that church planting course has discipleship in the community and students can be encouraged to form discipleship groups even if they are unable to plant churches.
