Expected Outcomes

Leaders who have sought to implement Kingdom principles in their business, ministries among the poor, or NGO’s will:

· Network Building: Have established connection and synergy with other key Christian leaders in this arena across the city

· Collective Theology: Developed with those key leaders a common core of Kingdom Economic principles that can be commonly owned under the rubric of “Kingdom Economics”.

· Story-Telling: Will have contributed a presentation of their model, identifying core principles, values and best practices.  

· Materials Development for Multiplication: Synopsis stories of these presentations will be integrated into Kingdom Discipleship materials to multiply these principles outwards

· Theology and Economic Theory: Will have grappled with the sins of capitalism in contrast with these Kingdom principles in such a way that they can prophetically critique Kiwi economic structures.

Idealistic Youth and 30 year olds: 

· Biblical Theology: Will have imbibed a comprehensive framework of Biblical principles under the rubric of Kingdom Economics.
· Praxis: Will have identified pathways whereby these principles can be implemented in Economic Discipleship in their lives including some of, but not limited to: family budgeting processes, a lifetime economic projection, a simple business plan, a savings and investment plan.

· Multiplication: Will have designed together a set of materials that can be utilized for Economic Discipleship across the churches of the city, with a multiplication, publicity and marketing plan.
Leaders and youth will make critical paradigm changes:
· Economic Discipleship as response to Reign of God over creation: From understanding discipleship as purely spiritual to understanding discipleship as involving economic, social, political as well as spiritual dimensions.  
· Centrality of Economics in Scriptures: ¼ of Jesus teaching is on economics, so economic evangelism, economic discipleship, the teaching of economic principles, working with the poor, doing business etc are a core aspect of Christian living.
· Nine core economic principle: creativity; productivity; cooperative economics; management; asset building, savings, and debt; land; ownership; redistribution; celebration; wealth and poverty, will be explored in detail from Genesis, Leviticus, the prophets, Jesus, the epistles. 

· Economic theories: The rise and fall of contextual constructs of these principles such as European vs American capitalism, Communism, Helen Clark’s socialism will be evaluated against these principles.
· Praxis: NZ Business models and models of ministry among the poor will be explored on the basis of how they have implemented these principles.  Including but not limited to: microfinance, poor peoples bank, cooperative housing, budgeting and discipleship, Kingdom Trusts, businesses based on Kingdom principles.
