This student has experienced extraordinary levels of angst when confronted with the complexities of this IRB process, and responses to fellow worker proposals.  This has paralyzed her submission of this document for weeks. I have worked out accommodations for her related to a particular learning disability.

Thus her presentation indicates hesitations that may be construed wrongly, and an attention to unnecessary definition.  In the end these make her an excellent researcher and one who will be very careful of risk.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Given my concern about the levels of anxiety may I request that any responses for changes be sent to me first so that  I am prepared for immediate discussions with her. 

Cultural sensitivity to terminology is not deception.  In the current Indian political context of the rise of radical fundamental Hinduism, there are some words that are triggers for social reactions: “conversion” and “discipleship” are two.  In the use of “worldview change” and “improved well-being”, the researcher is not seeking to deceive the participants or those who will receive the results of the study, as they understand these terms as part of their conversations,  but rather to avoid risk.  They are well aware of the meaning of these phrases, just as in American culture there are PC terms used to avoid negative societal labeling e.g. currently the language around “prostitution” has changed to “sex-trafficking”.  As both Muslim and Christian communities live within the context of this fundamentalist Hindu oppression, there is common knowledge in the relationship of this NGO with the leadership of the Muslim community in which it works of both their social impact and their engagement in “Worldview change”.  

The risks are also limited as the researcher is not leading these groups, but observing those national workers who are. 

I have reduced her projections of the numbers of interviews and groups by 60%.  
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
